Professionals Workshop: Friday, 8th February 
“How To Improve Your Relationship Without Talking About It.” 
 
This workshop for professionals will be based on Dr Patricia Love's new book, called "When 
Women Talk, Men Walk". This workshop has been developed out of new research findings in 
the field of neuroscience and is designed to teach professionals valuable tools for working 
with couples.
